Sec. 13. AGRICULTURAL AND MECHANI CAL COLLEGE. The Agri cul tural
and Mechani cal Col |l ege of Texas, established by an Act of the
Legi sl ature passed April 17th, 1871, located in the county of
Brazos, is hereby made, and constituted a Branch of the

Uni versity of Texas, for instruction in Agriculture, the
Mechanic Arts, and the Natural Sciences connected therewith. And
the Legislature shall at its next session, nake an
appropriation, not to exceed forty thousand dollars, for the
construction and conpl etion of the buildings and i nprovenents,
and for providing the furniture necessary to put said College in
| mredi at e and successful operation.

Sec. 14. PRAIRIE VIEWA&M UNI VERSITY. Prairie View A&M
University in Waller County is an institution of the first class
under the direction of the sane governing board as Texas A&M
University referred to in Article VI, Section 13, of this
constitution as the Agricultural and Mechani cal Col |l ege of

Texas.
